To whom this may concern, 
 
SalDan Developments is the team you want and need to do your renovation. Here’s why: 
 
For a few years, my partner and I had been thinking about doing significant work on our 
semi-detached home in Roncesvalles. Essentially, we wanted to tear down two strange 
little rooms jutting off the back of our house and extend the building back by the 
maximum the city would allow.

The work began in November of 2017, almost one year ago from the date that I write this 
letter. Joey and his team undertook the significant job of taking off two little rooms and 
the back brick wall of our home to extend the building back by approximately 13 feet – on 
both levels. Of course, I called to inform our insurance of the work and had banked on a 
hike in fees to account for the unexpected. However, because of Saldan’s own hefty 
insurance policy and certifications, our insurance did not change by a dime. This, to me, is 
yet more evidence of the stance of responsibility and talent that Saldan will bring in 
working with you and your home, not to mention your financial investment in it. 
 
Throughout the entire project, Joey kept us up-to-date on all progress. Contrary to the 
stereotype of the absent or “on-again, off-again” renovator, Joey and his team were more 
present, consistent, and communicative than we could have imagined! Not only did they 
work every single day throughout a bitter cold winter, Joey regularly sent texts and photo 
updates.

Even our neighbours conveyed their appreciation 
for the way Joey’s team carried out the work with respect for their own boundaries and 
concerns, to the extent that this is humanly possible during a significant renovation. 
 
One of the greatest things about Saldan is the strong connections they have with all 
associated technicians, experts, and suppliers needed to do the work; the plumbers, the 
electricians, the painters, and the flooring and counter folks – I am sure there are more 
who escape my mind. This integrated network of highly skilled people works like a happy 
beehive whose goal is to make your dream home come true. And, perhaps most 
importantly, it means that you will never be missing a piece of the puzzle, as it were. 
Quite the opposite, it means that you’ll have regular contact about key aspects of the work 
and informed advice that supports the overall vision of your project.
